Guess who?
· Prepare a scarf, hand towel or anything else which can be used as a blindfold, and 5-7 toy characters your child has some chance of recognising (fluffy toys, dolls, Action Man etc).
· Put the blindfold on your child, give him/her one of the toys to feel, and ask Pwy ydy hwn/hon?
· When he/she has guessed, say da iawn.  With the blindfold still on, ask Be’ mae o/hi’n wneud?  Make sounds to help him/her guess!  Some are easy (cysgu, bwyta, yfed) – others less obvious.  Never mind, as long as it’s fun (.  Look at the pictures at the top of this page for ideas.  To add to the fun, bring in a live pet, or another family member!
2. 
Silhouettes
· Show your child the characters (Gareth, Sammy, Lowri, Tom, Shannon a Rhys) and the picture in Uned 3 in your coursebook.  Ask Pwy ydy hwn/hon? if your child is old enough to read the names.  If not, you will need to introduce them: Dyma Gareth etc.  Pointing at the picture on the third page of Uned 3, ask Be’ mae o/hi’n wneud?  
· Next, show your child the silhouettes on the next page, and again, ask Pwy ydy hwn/hon?  Be’ mae o/hi’n wneud?  You can make this game easier by letting your child see the pictures in the coursebook, or make it more challenging by covering them.  This game helps develop shape recognition as well as vocabulary.
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
