Chwap / Snap

· In order to play chwap / snap you will need at least 5 copies of the following picture 
page.

· Cut out all the cards.
· Go over the vocabulary used in the pictures with your child, e.g. cael picnic, reidio 
beic, rhedeg, chwarae pêl, chwarae ar y siglen, chwarae ar y si-so, chwarae ar y 
ffrâm ddringo, chwarae ar y llithren.
· There is no need to worry about the characters in the pictures for this game.

· Deal out the cards.
· Player 1 turn his / her top card over, place it face up on the table saying, e.g. 
‘chwarae ar y siglen’.
· Player 2 turns his / her card over place it on top of the first card saying eg. ‘reidio 
beic’.
· If the two cards are the same players must shout ‘CHWAP’ and put their hand on top 
of the pile.  If the player is correct he / she wins the cards.

· Continue playing until one player has won all the cards.

NOTE 

The cards must be described in Welsh when they are turned over.

To make the game more challenging you can use the word cards as well - matching pictures to writing.

Parau / Pairs

      
In order to play pairs you will need 2 copies of the following page.

· Cut out all the cards.
· Go over the vocabulary used in the pictures.
· Place all the cards face down.
· Player 1 turns a card over describing the picture, e.g. ‘chwarae ar y llithren’.
· Player 1 turns another card over again describing the picture eg. ‘cael picnic’.
· If the picture are different, the player says ‘dim pâr’ and turns the cards face down 
again.

· If the pictures are the same the player says ‘pâr’ and keeps the cards.
· Continue playing the game until all the pairs have been found.

· The winner is the person with the most pairs.  ‘Dw i wedi ennill’ – ‘I’ve won’.

Guessing Game


· In order to play the game you will need 1 copy of the following page.
· Cut out the cards.
· Go over the patterns that can be used to describe the pictures, e.g. ‘Mae e’n cael 
picnic’, ‘Mae hi’n reidio beic’, ‘Maen nhw’n rhedeg o gwmpas’.  Practise asking 
questions about the pictures, e.g. ‘Ydy o’n / hi’n / …?  Ydyn nhw’n …?’, and the 
answers ‘Ydy / Nac ydyn’.
· Place the cards in a pile.

· Player 1 picks up the top card and looks at it.
· Player 2 has to guess what the children are doing on the picture by asking ‘Ydy o’n / 
hi’n / Ydyn nhw’n chwarae ar y llithren?’
· If player 2 is correct, player 1 answers ‘Ydy’ / ‘Ydyn’ and gives the card to player 2.

· If player 2 is incorrect, player 1 answers ‘Nac ydy’ / ‘Nac ydyn’.
· Player 2 can have 3 guesses befor player 1 puts the card under the pile.

· The winner is the player who has collected the most cards.
